STEP #1 — Evaluate your own life

* Is my own life “full of goodness?”

* Do | know what the Bible teaches
about Godly living?

 Am | sure | have the facts? Ask
guestions.

* Do | use a private setting?
* Do | reflect deep love and concern?




Practical Steps:

STEP #1 — Evaluate your own life

—Am | persistent without being
obnoxious and overbearing?

—Do | tear down and embarrass
others or build them up?
