Lewis, which is a German word
defined as being a yearning or
craving. Some psychologists use
the word to represent thoughts and
feelings about all facets of life that
are unfinished. As long as we live,
there must be a desire to press ever
forward, realizing that in short, we
are a work in progress. “Therefore,
leaving the elementary teaching
about the Christ, let us press on to
maturity...” (Hebrews 6:1)
